A PROCLAMATION.

GEORGE, I¥ 1

Whereas we are happily at Peace with all Sovereigns, Powers and States

And whereas a State of War unhapply exists between His Imperial Majesty The Sultan
of Turkey and then Majesties The Kings of Bulgaria, Greece, Montenegio and Seivia, and
between their 1espective Subjects, and othets mhabiting within then Countries, Teriitories or
Dominions

And whereas We are on Terms of Friendship and amicable intercourse with each of these
Powers, and with then seveial Subjects, and others inhabiting within their Countries,
Teri11tor1es, or Dominions

And wheieas great numbers of Our Loyal Subjects reside and cariy on Commerce, and
possess Propeity and Establichments, and enjoy vaiious Rights and Privileges, within the
Dominions of each of the aforesaid Powers, protected by the Faith of Treaties between Us and
each of the aforesaid Powels

And whereas We, bemng desirous of preserving to Our Subjects the Blessings of Peace,
which they now happily enjov, are firmly purposed and determined to mantain a strict and
impartial Neutrality in the sail State of War unhappily existing between the aforesaid
Poweis

We, therefoie, have thought fit, by and with the advice of Our Privy Council, to 1ssue
this Our Royal Proclamation

And We do hereby stiictly charge and command all Owm loving Subjects to govern
themselves accovdingly, and to observe a strict neutrality in and durmg the atoresaid War,
and to abstain from violating o1 contiaveming either the Laws and Statutes of the Realm in
this behalf, or the Laws of Nations m 1elation thereto, as they will answer to the contiary at
their peril

And whereas 1 and by a ceitain Statute made and passed m a Session of Parhament
holden 1n the 33rd and 34th year of the reign of Her late Majesty Queen Victonia, mtituled
“An Act to Regulate the conduct of Her Majesty’s Subjects during the existence ot Hostilities
between Foreign States with which Her Magesty 1s at Peace,” 1t 15, among other things,
declaied and enacted as follows

“This Act shall extend to all the Domnions of Her Majesty, mcluding the adjacent
territorial Waters
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“ Illegal Enlistment.

“It any Person, without the Licence of Her Majesty, being a Biitish Subject, within or
without Her Majesty’s Dominions, accepts o1 agrees to accept anv Commission or Engagement
m the Military or Naval Service of any Foreign State at War with any Foieign State
at Peace with Her Majesty, and m this Act referted to as a ifrendly State, or whether a
British Subject or not, within Her Majesty’s Dominions, mduce~ any other Person to accept
or agree to accept any Commission or Engagement 1 the Milhtary or Naval Service of any
such Foreign State as atoresaid,—

“He shall be gulty of an Offence agamst this Act, and shall be pumshable by Fine
and Imprisonment, o1 either of such punmishinents, at the discretion of the Comt
betoie which the Oftender 1s convicted , and Imprisonment, if awarded, may be
either with o1 without Hard Labour

“If any Person without the Licence ot Her Majesty, bemng a British Subject, quts or
goes on board any Slip with a view of qutting Her Majesty’s Dominions, with mntent to
accept any Commission o1 Engagement i the Mihtary on Naval Service of any Foreign State
at War with a friendly State, o1, whether a British Subject o1 not, within Her Majesty’s
Dommions, mduces anv other Person to quit or to go on boardd any Ship with a view of
quitting Hey Majesty’s Dommions with the hke mtent,—

“ He shall be guilty of an Offence against this Act, and <hall be punishable by Fine
and Impiisonment, or either of such punishmments, at the discretion of the Cowrt
betore which the Offender is convicted, and Impiisonment, it awarded, may be
either with o1 without Hard Labowm

“If any Peison mduces any other Person to qmt Her Majesty’s Dominions o1 to
embaik on any Ship withim Her Majesty’s Donumions under a Misiepresentation or false
Representation of the Service in which such Person 15 to be engaged, with the mtent o1 1
order that such Person may accept or agree to accept any (ommission or Engagement in
the Ahhtaiy or Naval Seivice of any Foieign State at Wair with a friendly State,—

“ He shall be guilty of an Offence agamst this Act, and shall be punishable by Fine
and Dinprisomnent, or ether of such punmishments, at the disciction of the Court
betore which the Offender 15 convicted , and Impiiscnment, if awarded, may bhe
with or without Hard Labowm

If the Master o2 Owner of any Ship, without the Licence of Her Majesty, knowmgly
either takes on boaud, o1 engages to take on board, o1 has on hoand such Shp within Hey
Majesty’s Dommons any of the following Peisons, mn this Act 1eferred to as 1llegally enlisted
Peisons, that 1s to say,—

“(1) Any pervon who, being a British Subject within o1 without the Donunions
of Her Majesty, has without the Lacence of Her Majesvy, accepted or agreed
to accept any Commission or Engagement 1a the dlitary o1 Naval Seivice
of anv Foreign State at War with any treudly Scate

“ (2} Any Person, bemg a British Subject, who, without the Locence of Her
Majesty, 1s about to quit Her Majesty’s Dominions with mtent to accept anv
Commu~wion or Engagement i the Military o1 Naval Service of any Foreign
State at War with a triendly State

“ (3) Any Person who has been mduced to embark under a Misiepresentation or
false Representation vt the service in wlhich such Person 18 to he engaged,
with the intent or 1 order that such Person may accept or agree to accept
any (‘ommssion o1 Fngagement 1n the Military o1 Naval Service ot any
Foieign State at War with a friendly State

“ Such Mester o1 Owner shall be gmlty of an Oftence agamst thas Act, and the following
Consequences shall ensue , that 1s to say,—

“(1) 'The Offender shall be punishable by Fine and Inupiisonment, o1 either of such
punishments at the Discretion of the Cowmt betowe which the Offender 13
convicted , and Imprisonment, 1t awarded, may he either with o1 without
Hard Labom and

“(2) Such Ship shall be detained untal the Tiial and Conviction o0 Acequttal of the
Master o1 Owner, and until all Penalties wmflicted on the Master o1 Ownuer
have heen pail, o1 the Master o1 Owner has given Secunty for the Pavment
of such Penalties to the Satisfaction ot Two Justices of the Peace, oo other
Magistiate or Magistrates having the Authoiity ot Two Justices of the Peace :
anvl

“(3) Allillegally enhsted Persons shall immediately on the Discovery of the Offence
be taken on Shore, and shall not be allowed to 1ctwin to the Ship
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> Hlegal Shipbuilding and Hillegal Expeditions

“If any person withm Her Majesty's Domimions, without the ILacence of Her Majesty,
coe~ anv of the followmg Aects, that 1s to say,—

“(1) Bulds o1 agiees to build, o1 causes to be built any Ship with mtent or
knowledge, o1 having reasonable cause to believe that the same shall o1 will
be emploved m the Mihtaiy ot Naval Sexvice of any Foreign State at War
with anv friendly State o

¢ (2) Issues ot delivers any Commission for any Ship with mntent or knowledge,
o1 having 1easonable cause to beheve that the same shall o1 will be employed
m the Military or Naval Service of anv Foreign State at War with any
friendly State or i

“ (37 Equips any Ship with intent or knowledge, ot having 1easounable cause to
believe that the sawe shall o1 will be emploved in the Militaiv or \aval
Service of any Foreign State at War with anv finiendly State o

“(4) De~patches, or causes o1 allows to be despatched, any Ship with mntent or
know ledge, o1 having 1easonable cause to beheve that the same shall o1 will be
employed 1 the Military o1 Naval Seivice of anv Foreign State at War with
anv tuendly State

“ Such Peison shall be deemed to have commtted an Offence agamst this Act, and the
folowmmg Consequences shall ensue

“ (1" The Offender shall be punishable by Fme ard Tmprisonment, o1 either of
such punishments, at the discretion of the Court hefore which the Offender 15
convicted, and Impiisonment, if awarded. may be exther wath o1 wathout Hard
Labour

(2, The Ship m 1espect of wlich any such Oftence 1s comitted, and her
Eqmipment, shall be toifeited to Her Majesty

“Provided that a Person building, cansing to be built, or equipping a Ship m anv of the
¢ ~es aforesnd 1 puisnance of a contiact made before the commencement of such War as
ctoresaid shall not be hiable to anyv of the Penalties imposed by this Section 1 1espect of such
paulding o1 equppiug 1t he satisfies the conditions following , (that 1s to sav ),—

“(1) It forthwith npon a Proclamation of Neutrality bemg 1ssued by Her Majesty
he gives Notice to the Secietary of State that he 13 so building, causimg to be
built, o1 equippimg such Ship, and twinmishes such Paiticalars of the Contiact
and of any matters 1elating to, m done, o1 to be done nnder the Contiact as
mav be 1equired by the Recretar v of State

“(2) If he gives such secuiity, and takes and permits to be taken such othex
measules, 1f any, as the Secietary of State mav presciitbe for ensuing that
such Ship shall not be despatched, dehvered, o1 1emoved without the Licence
of Her Majesty until the termination of such Way as aforesaid

“Where anv ship 18 hmlt by order of o on hehalf ot any Foreign State when at War with
o friendly State, o 1s delivered to or to the oider ot such Foreign State, o1 any person who to
the Knowledge of the Peison building 1s an Agent of such Foreign State, o1 1s paid for by such
Foreign State o1 <ach Agent, and 13 employed in the Military or Naval Sersice of such
Foreign State, such Ship shall, until the contrary 1s proved, he deemed to have been bwlt with
4 view to being so employed, and the Burden shall hie on the Bulder of sach Slip of proving
that he did not know that the Ship was mtended to be so employed m the Military or Naval
Sexvice of such Foreign State

“If any Person within the Dominions of Her Magesty, and without the Iacence of Her
Majesty,—

“By adding to the number of the Guns, o1 by changing those on boaid for other Guas, or
by the additton of any Equipment for Wai, mcieases oo angments, or procuies to be
mereased or augmented, or 13 knowmgly concerned m mcreasing or augmenting the wailike
Force of any Ship which at the time of her being within the Dommons of Her Majesty was a
Ship m the Militarv o1 Naval Seivice of any Foreign State at War with any fi 1endly State,—

“Quch Person shall be ¢ mlty of an Offence aganst this Act, and shall be pumshable
by Fine and Imprisonment, o1 either of snch pumshments, at the Discietion
ot the Court betore which the Offender 1s convicted, and Imprisonment, if
awarded, may be e.ther with o1 without Haid Labow

“If any Person within the himts of Her Majesty’s Domimions, and without the Licence of
Her Magesty,—

«“ Prepares or fits out any Naval o1 Mihtarv Expeditron to proceed agamst the Domumions
of any friendly State, the following Consequences shall ensue
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* (1) Every Person engaged mn such preparation or fitting out, or assisting therem,
o1 employed 1 any capacity 1 such Expedition, shall be gmilty of an Oftence
agamst this Aet, and shall be punishable by Fine and Imprisonment, or exthe:
ot such punmishments, at the discretion of the Couit before which the Offender
18 convicted . and Imprisonment, if awarded, may be ether wath or without
Hard Labour

“(2) All Ships, and then Equpments, and all Aims and Munitions of War, wsed
m or forming pait of such Expedition, shall be toifeited to Her Majesty

“Any person who aids, abets, counsels, or procures the Commission of any Offenc s
agaipst this Act shall be hable to be tried and pumished as a principal Oftender ”

And whereas bv the said Act 1t 1s further provided that Ships bumlt, commissioned,
equipped o1 despatched 1n contiavention of the said Act, may be condc.nned and forfeited by
Judgment of the Court of Admiralty, and that if the Secretary ot State or Chief Executive
Authority 1s satisfied that there 1> a reasonable and probable cause for beheving that a Ship
within Ow _Domnmons has been o1 1s being bmlt, co nmussioned, or equipped, contrary to the
said Act, and 15 about to be taken beyond the Inmts of such Domimions, or that a Ship 1s about
to he despatched contrary to the Act, such Secretary of State or Chiet Executive Authoiity
shall have power to issue a wairant authorizing the sewzure and search ot such Ship and her
detention until she has been either condemned or released by Process of Law  And whexeas
certain powers ot seizure and detention are conferred by the sail Act on certam Loeal
Authonties,

Now, m order that none of Our Subjects may unwarily render themselves hable to the
Penalties imposed by the said Statute, We do hereby strictly command that no Person or
Peisons whatsoever do commmit any Act, Matter, or Things what<oever contrary to the
Provisions of the said Statute, upon pamn of the several Penalties by the said Statute 1mposed
and of Our high Displeasure

And We do heieby further warn and admomnish all Our loving Subjects, and all Persons
whatsoever entitled to Our Protection, to obseive towards each of the aforesaid Powers, their
Subjects, and Teriitores, and towards all Belligerents whatsoever with whom We are at
Peace, the Duties of Neutrality, and to respect, m all and each of them, the Exercise of
Bellhigerent Rights

Anq We hereby further warn all Our loving Subjects, and all Persons whatsoever
entitled to Our Protection, that if any of them shall presume, 1 contempt of this Qur Royal
Proclamation, to do any acts in derogation of thewr Duty as Subjects of a Nentral Power m a
War between other Powers, o1 m wviolation or contravention of the Law of Nations in that
behalf, all Persons so oftending will rightfully imcur and be justly hable to the Penalties
denounced by such Law

And We do hereby give Notice that all Our Subjects and Peisons entatled to Our
Protection who may misconduct themselves m the Premises will do so at their peril, and ot thew
own wrong, and that they will in no wise obtain any Pirotection trom Us agaiust <nch
Penalties as atoresaid

Given at Our Court at Buckingham Palace, this Twenty-fit~t day of Octobes, m the

year of Om Lord One thousand nine hundred and twelve, and m the Thnd year
of Our reign

My Lords,

His Majesty bemg fully determined to observe the duties of neutrality durimg the existing
state of wai between T'urkey and Bulgaria, between Turkey and Greece, between Turkey an-d
Montenegro and between Turkey and Servia, bemg, moreover, resolved to prevent, as tar as
possible, the use of His Majesty’s harbours, ports, and coasts, and the waters within His
Majesty’s territorial jurisdiction, i aid of the warlike purposes of either belligerent, has
commanded me to commumicate to your Loidships, for vour guidance, the following Rales,
which are to be treated and enforced as His Majesty’s orders and directions —

Rule 1  During the continuance of the piesent state of wat, all ships of war ot either
belhigerent are prolibited hrom making use of any port or roadstead i the United Kingdom,
the Isle of Man, ot the Channel Islands, o1 m any of His Majesty’s Colontes o1 toieiyn
nossess.ons or dependencies, o1 of any waters subject to the teriitonial jurisdiction ot the
3ritish Crown, as a station or place of resort tor any warhke purpese, o1 for the purpose nf

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obtaming any facilities tor warhke equipment, and no ship of war of either belhgerent shall
hereafter be pernutted to leave any such port, roadstead, or waters from which any vessel of
the other belhgerent (whether the same shall be a ship of war or a merchant ship) shall have
previously departed until after the expnation of at least twenty-tour hours from the departure
ol such last-mentioned vessel beyond the teriitorial jurisdiction of His Majesty

Rule 2 If there1s now m any such port, toadstead, or waters subject to the teritorial
junisdiction of the Biitish Ciown any ship of war of either belligerent, such ship ot war shal
leave such poit, 1oadstead, o1 waters withm such time not less than twenty-four hours
as shall be 1easonable, having 1egard to 21l the cuncumstances and the condition of such
ship as to vepairs, provisions, o1 things necessary tor the subsistence ot her arew, and il aiter
the date hereof any slup of war of either belhigerent shall enter any such port, 10adstead or
wate1 s, subject to the teiritorial jurisdiction of the Butish Crown, such ship shall depart and
put to sea withm twenty-fowr hows atter her entraunce into any such port, roadstead, or
waters, except 1 case of stiess of weather, or of her 1equring provisions o1 things necessary
tor the subsistence of her ciew, o1 1epans, m either of which cases the authorties ot the
pori, o of the nearest povt (as the case may be), shall requne her to put to sea as soon as
possible after the expmation of such penot of twentv-tour hours, without permitting hei to
take 1n supplies beyow! what may he necessary for her immediate use, and no such vessel which
way have been allowed to 1emam within Biitish waters for the purpose of 1epair shall continue
i any such port, ro0adstead, or waters, for a longer period than twenty-four hows after
hei necessary tepairs shall have been completed  Provided, nevertheless, that in all cases m
which theie shall be any vessels (whetber ships of war 01 meichant ships) of both the said
bethigerent parties in the same poit, 1oadstead, o1 waters within the teinitonial jurs hetion of
His Magesty, theie shall be an mteival of not less than twenty-fom homsy between the
departure theretom of anv ~uch vessel (whether a slup of war or meichant slup) of the one
Lelhgerent, and the subsequent departure theretrom of any ship of war of the other belhgerent,
and the time hereby lnaited for the departwie ot sach ships of war respectively shall always,
m case of necessity, be extended so tar as may he 1equsite for giving effect to this proviso,
but no fuither ot otherwise

Rule 3 No ship of war of cither belhgerent <hall beieaiter be peinntted, wlile m anv
such port, 10adstead, or waters subject 10 the terntonial jusdiction of His Majesty, to take
mn anv supphes, except piovisions and such other thmgs as 1may be reqmsite for tho
subsistence of her crew and escept ~o much coal only as may be suthcient to cairy such vessel
to the nearest poit of her own country, o1 to some neater uamed neutral destination, and
no coal shall agam be supplied to any ~uch shup of war 1 the -awe or any othei port,
roaclstead, or waters subject to the teinitonial junisthetion of His Majesty, withont special
permision, until after the expiration of thiee months from the time when such coal may
have beea last supphed to her withim Buinsh waters as atoresaid

Rule + _Aimed ships of erther belligerent are interdicted from cartying prizes made by
them mto the ports, harbowus, roadsteads, or waters ot the United Kingdom, the Tsle ot Man,
the Channel Islands, or anv ot His Majesty’s Colonies o1 posscssions abioad

The Governor or other cutef authoiity of each of His JMajesty’s territories or possessions
bevond the seas shell forthwith notify and publish the above Rules
