1.  Name of township

The township shall be called Ongwediva (Extension 10).

2.  Composition of township

The township comprises 298 erven numbered 4296 to 4593 and streets as
indicated on General Plan A149 (A326/98).
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Reservation of erven
(1) The following erven are reserved for the State —

(a) foreducational purposes, erven 4297, 4298 4324, 4332 and 4380;
and

(b) for the purpose of a police station, erf 4309.

(2) The following erven are reserved for the Local Authority Council of
Ongwediva —

(a) for purposes of open spaces, erven 4310, 4328, 4396, 4407 and
4579; and

(b) for general administration purposes, erven 4327 and 4386.
Conditions of title

(1) The following conditions shall be registered in favour of the Local
Authority Council of Ongwediva against the title deeds of all erven,
except the erven referred to in paragraph 3:

“(a) There shall be no obstruction or deviation of any natural course of
storm water over the erf without the written approval of the local
authority.

(b) The erf is subject to the reservation for the local authority of the
right of access and use without compensation of the area three
metres parallel with any boundary of such erf for the construction
and maintenance of local authority services in respect of water,
sewerage, drainage, electricity and gas, which right includes the
right to place on such erf temporarily any material that may be
excavated or used during such operations on the erf or any adjacent
erf.

(¢c) If the erf has more than one street frontage, access to the erf shall
be obtained from the street determined by the local authority.

(d) No cattle, pigs, goats, sheep, monkeys, beast of prey, or draught-
animals including donkeys, horses and mules shall be kept or
allowed on the erf.”.

(2) The following conditions shall, in addition to those enumerated in
subparagraph (1), be registered in favour of the Local Authority Council
of Ongwediva against the title deed of erf 4296:

“(a) The erf shall be used for flats and business purposes other than a
factory: Provided that where a building is erected for business
purposes the ground floor of the main building shall not contain
flats and no flats shall be constructed on the same floor as any
business or offices.

For the purpose of this item ‘factory’ means a factory as defined
inregulation 14 of the Regulations relating to the Health and Safety
of Employees at Work promulgated under Government Notice No.

The building value of the main building, including the outbuildings
to be erected on the erf, shall be at least two times the prevailing
valuation of the erf by the local authority.

No offensive trade whatsoever shall be established or conducted
on the erf.

" For the purpose of this item ‘offensive trade’ means any of the

businesses, trades, works or institutions mentioned in regulation
1(a) of the regulations promulgated under Government Notice
No. 141 of 10 November 1926.”.

The following conditions shall in addition to those enumerated in
subparagraph (1), be registered in favour of the Local Authority Council
of Ongwediva against the title deeds of erven 4299 to 4308, 4311 to
4323, 4325, 4326, 4330, 4331, 4333 to 4379, 4382 to 4385, 4387 to
4395, 4397 to 4406, 4409 to 4578 and 4580 to 4593:

The building value of a dwelling unit, including the outbuildings,
to be erected on the erf shall be at least two times the prevailing
valuation of the erf by the local authority.”.

The following conditions shall in addition to those enumerated in
subparagraph (1), be registered in favour of the Local Authority Council
of Ongwediva against the title deeds of erven 4329, 4381 and 4408:

Only a church, a church hall, and outbuildings shall be erected on
the erf.

The building value of the church and church hall, respectively,
excluding any outbuildings, shall be at least two times the
prevailing valuation of the erf by the local authority.”.
